General key facts:
Most owls have brown eyes
They have large eyes which help them to see clearly at night
Owls are nocturnal (awake at night)
Owls live a long time, longer than falcons. Falcons live a shorter life time as they are more active than the owls

Bird 1
Name: Milo
Species: Striped Owl
Age: 19 years old
Lifespan: In the wild these birds live to 8 or 9 years
In captivity, live up to 30 years.
Habitat: Typically live in Peru, South America
Eyes: Dark Brown
Food: Likes to eat mice

Bird 2
Name: Domino
Species: Speckled Owl
Habitat: Amazon
Eyes: Yellow
Food: Likes to eat monkeys 
Fun fact: He uses whiskers to help him feel up close as his eyes won’t allow him to

Name: Tod
Species: Peregrine Falcon
Lifespan: In the wild only live 5 to 6 years
In captivity, can live up to 20 years
Food: Catches birds to eat 
How: By folding in his wings and stooping down to catch them
Fun facts:
Flies at 50 – 60mph
He crouches to look closer at things
He has 3 mile binocular vision
